Amendment of 5. Section 26(1)(a) of the Principal Act is amended by the insertion
section 26 of the

Principal Act. of the word “or” immediately after the semi-colon.
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This Bill, in clause 2, secks to insert a new section 3A in Part II in the Procurement Act
entitled “General Provisions”, to provide for small businesses to be given preferential
treatment for certain procurements.

Clause 3 of the Bill seeks to insert a new section 4A to provide for a register of bidders.
Under this clause the Minister shall have power to make regulations with respect to, inter
alia, the duties and functions of the Registry.

Clause 4 of the Bill sceks to insert a new section 11A to mandate procuring entities to
submit procurements plans for each fiscal year in accordance with their allotment from the
approved National Budget;

Clause 5 of the Bill seeks to provide clarity in section 26 by inserting the word “or” at the
end of paragraph (a) in subsection (2) so that paragraphs (a) and (b) are read disjunctively.
Under paragraph (a) the procuring entity may engage in procurement by means of
restrictive tendering when the goods, construction or services by reason of the highly
complex or specialised nature are available only from a limited number of suppliers or
contractors, in which case all such suppliers or contractors shall be invited to submit
tenders. Alternatively, the procuring entity may engage in procurement by means of
restrictive tendering if the estimated cost of the contract is below the threshold set forth in
the regulations. The use of the word “or” makes it clear that paragraphs (a) and (b) are

alternatives.
