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1.0 Executive Summary
In 2018, the Guyana Marketing Corporation (GMC) continued its core function of coordination and facilitation of the development and marketing of quality non-traditional agricultural produce and products. GMC has three core functioning departments: the Guyana Shop, the Packaging Facilities and the Market Information Centre. Each of these departments had a specific role to play in achieving the Corporation’s mandate and responsibilities as outlined in the Guyana Green State Development Strategy, APNU/AFC Manifesto, National Agriculture Strategy 2013 - 2020, GMC’s Draft Roadmap for the Agro-processing Industry and GMC’s Strategic Plan. These documents provided the core guidelines for the execution of GMC’s activities.

At the Marketing Information Centre (MIC), which is the nucleus for market and marketing information on non-traditional agricultural produce and products, the staff interacted with over 4,000 clients. These clients were able to obtain information on prices, exports, exporting procedures, requirements for exporting to various countries and marketing advice, among other vital information.  The information was disseminated via GMC’s Market and Enterprise Information System (website), telephone and emails. Additionally, information was provided during field visits and to those persons who visited the MIC and Packaging Facilities.  

GMC, through its Market Extension Department, was able to provide guidance to farmers and agro-processors in Regions 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 9 and 10. More importantly, the officers at GMC were able to create a number of linkages between farmers and buyers, agro-processors and supermarkets, among others. The Corporation also took the opportunity to visit several supermarkets, convenience stores, elderly homes and hospitals to find market opportunities. Furthermore, the Market Days that were held in 2018 also functioned as one of the largest linkage creating initiatives for farmers and agro-processors. During the reporting year, it was observed that there was need to continue to train farmers in areas of Post- Harvest Management, Cost of Production and Agri-business Development. To this end, training sessions were held in various areas across the country. 

Furthermore, the Corporation continued to maintain its export brokerage service and in so doing, two hundred and seven (207) export documents were prepared. Thirty-five exporters who were desirous of sending fruits and vegetables, in both fresh and processed form, to the USA were able to complete the US Food and Drug Department Registration at the MIC. These activities were executed as part of the Corporation’s directive to facilitate and promote the export of non- traditional commodities. 

In relation to agri-business development, there was extensive work done with agro-processors to aid in the acquisition of their Manufacturer’s license from the Government Analyst Food and Drugs Department (GA-FDD), improvement in packaging and labels and capacity building. Additionally, the Corporation facilitated the computation of the nutritional facts labels for agro-processors’ products using the Genesis R&D Software. GMC also created a platform for agro-processors to interact with local packaging materials suppliers, supermarkets and other critical stakeholders. 
There was also continued focus on the promotion of the consumption of locally manufactured commodities. To achieve this objective, GMC hosted and participated in several trade shows and exhibitions including Green Guyana Expo, Uncapped, Harmony Village and Regional Agricultural & Commercial Exhibition (RACE), among others. 
There were also several promotional events hosted by the Guyana Shop at Robb Street and at locations in other regions.  Notably, there was the Emancipation Exhilaration, Agro-processors Exhibit and Promotions at Post Offices. At these events, agro-processors were invited to participate and showcase their products to members of the public who had a chance to sample and purchase these commodities. Furthermore, the Guyana Shop continued to undertake its initiative “Taking the Guyana Shop National”. In 2018, the Guyana Shop was able to establish three partnerships with supermarkets in Regions 5 and 6. Through this initiative, the Guyana Shop supplies these supermarkets with locally manufactured products. 
Export Promotion continues to be a core function of the Guyana Marketing Corporation. In so doing, GMC continued to facilitate the packaging of produce for export through the provision of its two Packaging Facilities to exporters. In 2018, there were 1,003 metric tonnes of produce prepared at the two packaging facilities. Additionally, exporters continued to utilize the refrigerated trucks and containers, which are provided by GMC to aid in the promotion of proper post-harvest management practices. 
With regards to Guyana’s exports of non-traditional agricultural commodities in 2018, it totaled 10,820 metric tonnes. This reflected a 15% decline in exports when compared to 2017.  In 2017, exports of non-traditional agricultural commodities totaled 12,685 metric tonnes. 

Throughout 2018, Team GMC worked assiduously to coordinate and facilitate the development and marketing of quality non-traditional agricultural produce and products. There were both accomplishments and setbacks; nevertheless, the Corporation continued to put the necessary systems in place in order to provide more efficient and effective services for its stakeholders.

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2.0 Introduction

Guyana Marketing Corporation (GMC) is a Government Corporation established under section 46 of the Public Corporations Act, Cap 19:05 of the Laws of Guyana. The Corporation has been working continuously over the years to promote the development and exportation of Guyana’s non-traditional agricultural products to Regional and Extra-regional markets.
The Guyana Marketing Corporation (GMC) is the marketing arm of the Ministry of Agriculture. It is primarily responsible for enabling the growth and development of the fresh and processed agricultural products sector. Additionally, it is tasked with promoting the expansion of agri-business investment throughout Guyana, with emphasis on maximizing exports. 

The country’s progression towards a more diversified agriculture sector has seen the role of GMC evolve from a ‘facilitator’ to an active player at all levels of the production and marketing chain enabling vital linkages between producers and sellers. 

2.1 GMC’s Key Functions

The agency assists farmers, exporters, agro- processors and other important stakeholders within the non-traditional agricultural sector with technical advice, sourcing of supplies, harvesting, cleaning, and facilitating logistical arrangements for exports. GMC also provides the Government of Guyana with recommendations on domestic agricultural policy and measures to increase and expand regional and international exports.

2.2 Organizational Structure of GMC

Within GMC, there are several departments which work together in order to effectively and efficiently achieve the Corporation’s mandate. These departments include:

· Market Information Centre: Marketing, Brokerage, Market Analysis, Agri-business Development and Market Extension
· Packaging Facilities 
· Guyana Shop

· Administration/Accounts
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3.0 Market Information Centre 
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The Market Information Centre (MIC) is the nucleus for information on non-traditional agricultural commodities. It acts as the Ministry of Agriculture’s Market Intelligence on non-traditional agricultural produce and products for both domestic and export use. 
Its core activity is to provide market and marketing information to farmers, exporters, agri-business investors and policy makers. Further, it serves to promote Guyana’s non-traditional agricultural commodities.  
The Marketing Information Centre functions in several capacities, including:
1. Gathering  and disseminating market and marketing information

2. Identifying and promoting the economic potential of new non-traditional agricultural products, based on the competitive advantages of Guyana.

3. Collaborating with agencies such as National Agriculture Research and Extension Institute 
(NAREI), National Plant Protection Organization (NPPO), Pesticides and Toxic Chemicals Control Board (PTCCB), among others, to more effectively address challenges in farming communities.

Providing support to potential investors; locally, regionally and extra-regionally who desire to invest in Guyana.

5. Training farmers, exporters and agro-processors in areas of post-harvest handling, pricing, packaging and labeling and good agricultural practices, among others.
6. Providing technical advice to farmers, exporters and agro-processors.
 3.1 Market Facilitation and Information Dissemination
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In 2018, GMC continued to function as the centre for market and marketing information for non-traditional agricultural commodities. At the Market Information Centre (MIC), the staff interacted with approximately four thousand (4,000) clients. These clients were able to obtain information on prices, exports, exporting procedures, requirements for exporting to various countries and marketing advice, among other information. The information was disseminated via telephone, emails, instagram and facebook. Additionally, information was provided during field visits and to those persons who visited the MIC.  GMC also uses its Market and Enterprise Information System (website) for the dissemination of information. 
In a bid to ensure that clients were able to access timely and useful information, GMC also printed several brochures and flyers. The Corporation continued to promote its general services such as Packaging Facilities, Cold Storage Facilities, Agricultural Field Crates rental, Guyana Shop and AMIS Text Messaging Service. Further, the informational brochure entitled “Guidelines for Establishing an Agro-processing Business” was mainly distributed to prospective agro-processors.

3.2 Market Linkage Creation

There were several successful market linkages created between farmers and exporters, farmers and agro-processors, exporters and agro-processors, agro-processors and packaging material suppliers, among others. GMC’s Marketing Officers, Agricultural Officers, Crop Extension Officers, Crop Extension Assistants and Crop Reporters were instrumental in making the initial linkages between the relevant stakeholders, in a bid to assist them with the marketing of their products.

Further, the Corporation embarked on an initiative and partnered with a farmer, who is also an agro-processor to utilize a part of the Parika Agro-packaging Facility to prepare semi-processed packaged fruits and vegetables for the local market. Samples were also prepared and sent to prospective export markets.
3.2.1 Visits to Supermarkets, Convenience Stores, Elderly Homes and Hospitals
In 2018, GMC made over seventy five (75) visits to supermarkets and convenience stores in Regions 1,2,3,4,5,6,7 and 10. The objectives of these visits were to raise consumer awareness of the locally manufactured commodities and garner buy-in from the proprietors of entities in the various regions, in a bid to create long-term market linkages.  This was part of a fact finding initiative to determine which entities were willing to participate in the partnership arrangement with the Guyana Shop. Additionally,   the Marketing team also visited the entities that already have partnership arrangements with the Guyana Shop for the supply of commodities to determine ways in which the partnerships could be improved. Consequently, the Guyana Shop was able to establish partnerships with three (3) new supermarkets. Through these visits, the team was also able to better understand consumer preferences in the various areas. These visits paved the way for agro-processors to conduct sampling and tasting sessions at the supermarkets and interact directly with the consumers and proprietors. 
Additionally, the Marketing team took the opportunity to visit elderly homes and hospitals in order to promote GMC’s services and the consumption of locally manufactured commodities. Through these visits, the Corporation sought to create long-term market linkages for agro-processed commodities.

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3.5 Export Brokerage Service
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The Corporation has maintained its export brokerage service in order to facilitate persons desirous of exporting commodities from Guyana to both regional and extra-regional destinations. During 2018, two hundred and seven (207) documents were prepared and processed at GMC. The documents included fresh fruits and vegetables, processed commodities, craft items and seafood products. 
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A comparative analysis of the export documents that were prepared in 2017 and 2018 revealed that there was a 5% decrease in the use of the export brokerage service. Figure 10 illustrates that the highest number of documents were prepared in the month of August (24 documents). 
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However, a quarterly comparison shows that the second quarter (April-June) was the busiest period for the brokerage department.    It is important to note, that in 2017, the fourth quarter was recorded as the busiest period for the department, however, the fourth quarter in 2018 had the lowest number of documents being completed. This could be attributed to the difficulties exporters faced in securing cargo space for the export of their produce via air, especially since there was the cessation of flights by Fly Jamaica. 

3.6 Agriculture Market Information System
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The Agriculture Market Information System (AMIS) is managed by the Guyana Marketing Corporation (GMC). Through this system, persons have access to information on prices, exports, imports, produce available among others. There are several components that make up the Agriculture Market Information System. These components include:
3.6.1 Price Collection - Wholesale, retail and farm-gate prices of agricultural commodities are collected from various markets in Regions 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 10, daily or weekly depending on the market operation and major market days. This price information is managed using FAO AgriMarket Software and it can be retrieved for reporting or dissemination purposes. Excel is also used to produce graphs and charts for reporting purposes. 
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The record of prices of selected agricultural commodities is widely used for analysis as well as to provide historical price trends for the key stakeholders.
3.6.2 AMIS - This is a mobile text messaging service which was designed for easy and reliable access to prices by exporters, farmers and consumers. Users can access the current agricultural commodity prices by sending a text message to 1010 with the name of a specific commodity (produce). The service is managed through DIGICEL. 
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In 2018, there were 42 price updates sent by the Guyana Marketing Corporation to DIGICEL for upload into the AMIS database. 

3.6.3 Collection of Export Data - GMC is also responsible for the collection and monitoring of the export of non-traditional agricultural commodities. This data is used to observe the trends of commodities exported from Guyana to regional and extra-regional countries. Information on the types and quantities of agricultural commodities exported is collected from the Guyana Revenue Authority, Caribbean Airlines, Fly Jamaica, GMC’s Packaging Facilities as well as from individual exporters and companies.
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3.6.4 Market and Enterprise Information System - The Market and Enterprise Information System which is better known as GMC’s website is one of the main means of disseminating market and marketing information.  This website provides an electronic database with information for producers, exporters, agro-processors and other interested stakeholders. It provides vital information such as market entry requirements, list of agro-processors and exporters, among other information. 
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In 2018, clients continued to use the Market and Enterprise Information System as a means of accessing information on the non-traditional crops sector. Information on all of the services that are provided by GMC are found on the website, for example, Brokerage, Market Analysis, Agri-Business Development, Cold Storage Facility and Market Extension. 
During the reporting year, online clients were mostly interested in obtaining information on Exporters, Agro-processors, Packaging Facilities, Brokerage and Farmers (see Figure 13). Furthermore, the Agro-processors List, Exporters List, Seafood Exporters, Crates and Cold Storage Brochures were among the most downloaded files as seen in Figure 14.
3.7 Other Activities
3.7.1 United States Food & Drug Administration Registration 

GMC facilitated the completion of the US Food & Drug Administration Registration for thirty-five (35) persons who were desirous of exporting food products to the USA. This is a requirement for all exporters who send food products to the USA. 

4.0 Agriculture Business Development
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During the year 2018, the Guyana Marketing Corporation continued to work closely with prospective and current agro-processors by providing technical assistance in the creation of labels, computation of nutritional facts, sourcing of packaging materials, creation of market linkages and assisting in promotion of their products. 
4.1 Market Linkages 
The Agribusiness Development Unit (ABDU) undertook a series of Supermarket interventions with selected agro processors. The aim of this venture was to introduce a recommended list of the best packaged and processed products into supermarkets across Guyana. There was collaboration between the Agribusiness Development Unit and the Guyana Shop in identifying the best products available in the Guyana Shop and introducing them to supermarkets that are not currently stocking these items. During this process the Sales Officers for each of these products were given training in product introduction and general marketing techniques. Continuous training was provided to ensure that these products were marketed and advertised effectively. This year saw the introduction of Ambrosial Foods, Diekah’s Spices and Nature’s Finest Teas, to DSL, Massy Supermarket and Bounty Supermarkets. 
4.2 Green Guyana Expo and International Small Business Summit
During the month of October 2018, Guyana hosted the Green Guyana Expo and International Small Business Summit. This event offered local, regional and international small businesses the opportunity to showcase their green solutions. It sought to form international partnerships and enhance the public's understanding of the attractive real opportunities that will accompany the pursuit of Guyana's Green State.
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GMC played a critical role in ensuring the success of this event. The Agency was a critical planning and executing partner throughout the event and galvanized the support of the other agencies of the Ministry of Agriculture that participated. Through this initiative, approximately thirty (30) agro-processors were provided with business cards, t-shirts, booth space and/or banners to support their participation in the International Business Expo.

Further, the Ministry of Agriculture, through GMC was tasked with the organization of the agriculture panel for the Small Business Summit. Among the Speakers at Green Agriculture Panel was the Sub Regional Coordinator for FAO in the Caribbean Dr. Lystra Fletcher-Paul, the Advisor to the IICA Director General, Dr. Arlington Chesney and the Proprietor of Sabina Farms Mr. David Aparisio. The Minister of Agriculture Mr. Noel Holder was the Guest Speaker.  
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There was also a Small and Micro Enterprises Workshop which was held for thirty six (36) of the Expo participants by the Caribbean Natural Resources Institute (CANARI) out of Trinidad. This was done in collaboration with the Ministry of Agriculture through the GMC.The Caribbean Natural Resources Institute is a regional non-profit technical institute dedicated to working at multiple levels to develop, test, promote and support local, national and regional efforts aimed at improving the management of natural resources and the livelihoods of those who depend on them, through inclusive, participatory approaches. 
4.3 Agribusiness Sensitization 

4.3.1 Agri-business & Marketing Outreach Region 1
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The GMC embarked on an Agri-business and Marketing Outreach from the 18th -21st June, 2018. These efforts were directed to the Mabaruma district, Region 1 with the aim of targeting potential agriculture business opportunities, resolving some agriculture business concerns and seeking opportunities to improve the value chain for specific commodities emanating from this location.  
Additionally, the team sought to raise awareness of locally manufactured commodities among supermarket owners through one-on-one interactions and to begin negotiations for the establishment of at least one Guyana Shop corner in Region 1.  The team comprised of Ms. Johan David - Agricultural Business Development Officer, Mr. Richard Hanif - Marketing Manager, Mr. Mario Valenzuela - Marketing Officer and Mrs. Jo-Lee Walton - Crop Extension Officer, Hinterland. 

4.4 Collaboration with Agencies

4.4.1 Promotion of Regional Opportunities for Produce through Enterprises and Linkages (PROPEL)
Through ongoing collaboration with PROPEL, the GMC was able to receive funding for the purchase of a label printer for its Agriculture Business Development Incubator. This Incubator will focus on nurturing innovative early-stage enterprises that have high growth potential to become competitive agribusinesses by providing basic product development services and guidance.  This Agribusiness business incubation centre will provide the following services: Graphic Design, Printing, Documents Preparation (GA-FDD, Commercial Registry), Barcode Generation, Nutrition Facts Generation, Business Development Guidance, Market Information, Technology assessment services, Financial Guidance and Mentoring and Networking.
Further, through PROPEL, GMC benefitted from the services of Food Safety Specialist, Mr. Johnny Kashama during the period June 2017 to October 2018. Mr. Kashama provided guidance and capacity building on internationally acceptable food safety measures, product development and importance of nutritional facts to agro-processors and GMC’s staff. During Mr. Kashama’s stint at the Corporation, he was visted several agro-processing facilities and advised the Agro-processors on the best ways to improve their operations in order to reduce the risk of food contamination. He was also integrally involved in the initial stages of the operationalization of the Parika Chip Processing Facility. 
4.4.2 Guyana Office for Invest (GO-Invest)
GMC through the ABDU partnered with GO-Invest to prepare and print a brochure that provides guidance on the importance of labeling and the characteristics of a good label.  This brochure was circulated at RACE Lethem by the GO-Invest team and has been used by the agency as an additional guiding tool for agro processors. 
4.4.3 Cuso International
In 2018, GMC through collaboration with Cuso International was able to obtain the services of a Marketing Specialist Volunteer, Mr. Peter Kibuik. Mr. Kibuik provided guidance and capacity building on the development of Marketing Strategies and Horticultural Marketing. Mr Kibuik was also integrally involved in guiding the process for the development of GMC’s Marketing Strategy for the Parika Chip Processing Facility. 
4.5 Computation of Nutritional Facts
The Genesis R&D program was used to compute nutritional facts labels for new and existing agro-processors. This programme was donated to the Guyana Marketing Corporation by the Guyana Chapter of PROPEL (Promotion of Regional Opportunities for Produce through Enterprises and Linkages) which was funded by the Caribbean Hunger Fund.  A total of seventy eight (78) nutritional facts were computed in 2018. Nutritional facts were generated for condiments, juices and drinks, protein multi mix, sweet potato pasta, essence, flours, fruit mix, among other products.
5.0 Guyana Shop

5.1 Promotions
 

The Guyana Shop continued to work towards achieving its mandate as it strived to promote the consumption of locally manufactured commodities. This was done through the hosting of events at its Robb Street location, as well as in various regions of the country.

5.1.1 Promotional Activities at Post Offices


Further, in 2018, the Guyana Shop hosted three promotional activities at, Bourda, Campbelville and La Penitence Post Office. The objective was to promote the utilization of locally manufactured flour and porridge products among a targeted group of the populace; senior citizens. The Corporation wanted to create an increased interest in flour and porridge products among this market segment.  Hence, the location and day of payment of senior citizens’ pensions were chosen.
Over one hundred pensioners participated in the event and received free samples of porridge. They were delighted to try both the new and existing brands of flours that were prepared as porridge. South American Coco Company, Braf's Manufacturing and National Milling Company (NAMILCO) were among the companies that participated in the event. Further, the Guyana also used the opportunity to promote those products from manufacturers such as GSA Foods, Jerry's and Sunrise Products who were unable to attend the event. 

5.1.2 Agro-processors’ Exhibit 

In July 2018, Guyana Shop held its Agro-processors’ Exhibit through weekly promotional activities outside of the Republic Bank (Camp Street Branch). Agro-processors were given the opportunity to showcase and market their products to patrons. UMAMI, INAVA, the Women’s Agro-Processors Development Network (WADNET), Kingdom Apiary, D's Body Therapy, Roosters and Mel’s Products were among the agro-processors that participated in the Agro-processors' Exhibit. Many persons were astonished by the variety of products made in Guyana. 
The second phase of the Agro-processors’ Exhibit was held in front of the New Building Society in October. As was the case of the first series of Agro-processors’ Exhibit, both Agro-processors and the Guyana Shop used the opportunity to promote the locally manufactured products.   D’s Body Therapy, Fresh Packagers, Anne’s Products, Suncrest Farms, Natural Choice, Roosters and Sterling Products were among the companies that used the opportunity to promote and sell their products. 

5.1.3 Emancipation Exhilaration

The Corporation also held its 5th Annual Emancipation Exhilaration in July 2018. This event was held at the Stabroek Square and it saw several agro-processors participating. As usual, persons were able to sample and purchase various locally manufactured commodities. 
5.1.4 Guyana Shop Anniversary Celebration

On October 18, 2019, the Guyana Shop celebrated six years since it has been reopened. In commemoration of this, there was a simple cake cutting ceremony. Additionally, six hampers were given to lucky customers who participated in a promotion. 

5.2 Taking Guyana Shop National
The Guyana Shop continued its nationalistic approach of establishing partnership with supermarkets across the country. In 2018, three such partnerships were forged at: 
· Right Choice Supermarket, Cotton Tree, West Berbice

· Safeway Supermarket, Supanaam, Essequibo Coast
· B’s Mart, New Amsterdam, Berbice
Although the Supermarkets were all stocked with some local products, the Guyana Shop was able to supply the “niche” products, such as virgin coconut oils, assorted body soaps, assorted herbal teas, porridge mixes and flavoured BBQ sauces. 

As the end of the year, the Guyana Shop had 12 established ‘Corners’ in seven (7) Regions.

6.0 Packaging Facilities
The Packaging Facilities namely; Central Packaging Facility and Parika Agro-Packaging Facility were established to ensure traceability and the correct monitoring of fruit and vegetables being exported from Guyana. The packaging houses facilitate the processing of fresh fruits and vegetables to Barbados, Antigua, Trinidad, St. Kitts, USA, St Maarten and U.S. Virgin Island. In keeping with the Bilateral Protocol Agreement between Guyana and Antigua, Guyana and St Lucia, Guyana and Trinidad and Guyana and Barbados, fresh produce exports are processed at the Facilities. 
6.1 Operation

The two packaging facilities have equipment used for washing, drying, sanitizing and cooling (cold storage and refrigerated trucks). Furthermore, the facilities are opened daily. Additionally, the Parika Agro Packaging Facility has a wharf that is readily available to farmers.  This wharf is also called “the farmers walkway.”

6.2 Services Offered at the Packaging Facilities 

The services available to exporters are as follows:
· Refrigerated Containers (both Packaging facilities are equipped with two 40ft containers)

· Refrigerated Trucking Service

· Plastic Crates 
6.3 Performance of the Facilities for 2018

For the year 2018, the Central Packaging Facility processed a total of 998 metric tonnes of produce, which was shipped to USA, Barbados, Canada, Antigua, St Maarten, Trinidad, U.S. Virgin Islands and St. Kitts & Nevis.  The Packhouse recorded a total of eighty-four (84) shipments– sixty-seven (67) by sea and seventeen (17) by air. The Parika Agro Packaging Facility processed a total of 4.5 metric of produce, which was shipped to Trinidad.  
6.4 Packaging Facility General Observations and Activities
· Generally there was great improvement in the quality of the fruits and vegetables exported.

· There has been continuous visits from Consultants through NAREI, MOA and other organizations
· Prospective exporters, both local and overseas also visited the facilities during the year.

· Staff at the facility continued to assist exporters with the sourcing of high quality produce that are suitable for sale on the market.

6.5 Exporters’ Constraints 
Exporters continued to face some difficulties. These include:

· Consistent  supply of export quality and quantity of produce reduced during the year.
· Lengthy time taken for processing of export documentation, in some cases at least seven days.

· Limited and inadequate air cargo space coupled with the unreliability of the air cargo service.
7.0 Export Analysis

Market Analysis provides essential information on prices, exports and imports to determine the attractiveness and dynamics of non-traditional agricultural commodities in the domestic and international markets. The Market Analyst and Marketing Officers collect, monitor, analyze and disseminate information for both fresh and Agro-processed commodities within the non-traditional agricultural sector. This information includes price movements, export and import trends which is provided to policymakers and other relevant stakeholders such as exporters, agro-processors, farmers, service providers etc.
In 2018, Guyana’s exports of non-traditional agricultural commodities have totaled 10,820 metric tonnes valued at G$3.1 billion or US$ 15 million, which reflected a 15% decrease in exports from 2017.  In 2017, exports of non-traditional agricultural commodities totaled 12,685 metric tonnes as seen in the Figure 24. 

Of the total exports, 463 metric tonnes or 4% (see Figure 25) was exported by air. This represented a 30% decrease from 2017. Additionally, 10,356 metric tonnes or 96% (see Figure 25) was exported by sea; thereby reflected a 14% decrease from last year.

In 2018, regional exports accounted for 2,478 metric tonnes or 23%, this represented a 14% increase from the 2,178 metric tonnes exported to regional markets in 2017. Further, extra-regional exports totaled 8,342 metric tonnes or 77% during 2018, this represented a 21% decline when compare to the 10,505 metric tonnes exported in 2017. 
The major importing countries regionally from Guyana were Trinidad and Tobago (453 metric tonnes), Suriname (321 metric tonnes), Barbados (682 metric tonnes), and Antigua (109 metric tonnes).


The major importing countries extra-regionally from Guyana were Dominican Republic (6,702 metric tonnes), USA (1,033 metric tonnes), France (920 metric tonnes) and Canada (410 metric tonnes).

The major fresh commodities exported in 2018 were pumpkin (905 metric tonnes), watermelon (480 metric tonnes), lime (104 metric tonnes), ginger (51 metric tonnes) and plantain (16 metric tonnes), while the major processed commodities exported included heart of palm (1,060 metric tonnes), pepper sauce (45 metric tonnes), crushed pepper (121 metric tonnes), jams & jellies (31 metric tonnes), frozen mango (17 metric tonnes) and frozen wiri wiri pepper (12 metric tonnes). Furthermore, a total of thirty-eight (38) fresh products and nineteen (19) processed products were exported in 2018.
