This Act may be cited as the Gladtidings Assembly

Guyana M:ssion (Incorporation) Act 1975.

In this Act —

“the Church” means the Gladtidings Assembly Guyana
Mission;

“the Executive Committee” means the Executive Com-
mittee of the Church constituted in accordance w.th
the provisions of this Act;

“the President” means any person holding the " office
of President of the Church;

“the Secretary” means any person holding the office
of Secretary of the Church;

“the Treasurer”’” means any person holding the office
of Treasurer of the Church;

“the Vice-President” means any person holding the
office of Vice-President of the Church.

3. The President, the Vice-President, the Secretary, the
Treasurer and two members who shall be chosen by a majority
of the members of the Church, shall be a body corporate and

(b) if a copy thereof is published in the Gazette.
