AN ACT to amend the Motor Vehicles and Road TraffiQ Act. 

Enacted by the Parliament of Guyana:--

1. This Act, which amends the Motor Vehicles and Road
Traffic Adt, may be cited as the Motor Vehicles and Road 
Traffic (Amendment) Act 1975.

3. Subsection (1.) of section 25 of the Principal Act is
hereby amended by the substitution for all the words appearing 
after the words "provisional licence" of the words "upon su�h 
terms and condllions, and for such period, and in such form, 
as may' be presor:ibed.". 

4. Subsection (1) of section 62 of the Principal Act is
hereby repealed and the . following subsection substituted 
therefor -

(1) If in any case owing to the presence of
a motor vehicle on a road an accident
occurs resultiing in injury or dealth to
any person, other than the driver of
such vehicle, or damage to property, or
injury to any anfmal under control, the
driver of any such vehicle sha11 -

(a) immediately stop his vehicle at the
scene of the accident;

(b) give his name, address and the
registration number of his vehicle
and exhib,it his driver's lic'ence to -

(i) any person injured as a result
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of the accident if it is practic­
able to do so; 

(ii) the driver or other occupant
of any vehicle coUided with;
and

(iii) any person who was otherwise
present on the scene of the
accident and having reason­
able grounds for requiring the
driver of the vehicle to give
the aforesaid informaf on; and

(c) render assistance to any person
injured in the accident, includin�
the carrying, of such person to a
dwly registerBd medical practitioner
for medical treatment if it is ap­
parent that such treatment is
necessary or is requested by tire
injured person.".

5. Section 63 of the Principal Act is hereby repealed
and the following section substiltuted therefor -

(2) An application for the registration
of premises for the purposes of subsection (1) 
shall be made by the owner or occupier of 
the premiises in such form and manner, and 
subject to the payment of such fee, as may 
'be preecribed. 

(3) Any person who offers or exposes
for sale used motor vehicles, or effects any 
Npairs or permits such repairs to be effect­
ed to motor vehicles on premises not regisi-
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tered in accordance with this section shall 
be guilty of an offence. 

(4) Where any motor vehicle which
shows damage consistent with the vehicle 
having been involved in an accident or 
struck by a bullet is brought to any pre­
mises to which ·subsection (1) applies for the 
purpose of effecting repairs to such damage, 
the occupier of the premises shall, within 
twenty-four hours after such motor vehicle 
is receiJved at the premiS'es, and prior to 
effeoting such repairs, make a report -

(a) if such premises are situated
in the City of Georgetown or
the Town of New Amsterdam
or any other town constiituted
under the Municipal and Dis­
trict Councils Act, to the
police headquarters of the
respective division; or

(b) if situated elsewhere than as 
mentioned at paragraph (a), 
to the nearest police station, 

giving the make, - serial or engine number, 
registrat,ion number, and the name and 
address of the owner or driver of the motor 
vehicle and of th:ei person who deposited it 
at the premises 

Provided that it shall not be necessary 
for a report to be made under this sectioDJ -

(a) if the owner of the motor
vehicle is also the occupier
of the premises and the owner
has made a report under
section 62·; and

(b) if when the motor vehicle is
left in the custody of the
occupier of the premises a
certifilcate as that mentioned
in subsection (8) and relating
to such vehicle is obtained,
and. kept, by him.
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(5) The occupier of the premises to
which moto·r vehicles are brought to be re­
paired or at which used motor. vehicles are 
exposed for sale shall keep on the premises-

(a) exhibiteJ thereon in a con­
spicuous place the prescribed
certificate indicait,fing that the
P!emises have been register­
ed in accordance with th· s
section;

(b) a book in which shall be
entered by him such partii­
culars relating to the motor
vehicles repaired or offered
for sale, as may be prescrib­
ed, anu the particulars of
any certificate as is referred
to in subsection (6).

(6) Everyone who makes a request of
an occupier of the premjses as is referred to 
in- subsection (5), in ciircumstances that re­
quired the occupier to comply with that 
subsectliion shall at the time of makiing such 
request do all such things and give such 
particulars as are necessary to the occupier 
as would enable him to effect such compli­
ance, iln_!iuding the surrender to such 
occupier of any certificate as mentioned in 
subsection (8). 

(7) Any person who -

(a) fails to -make a report as is re­
quilred by this section; or

(b) fails to supply any particulars
which he is required to supply
in accordance with this sectilon
or of any regulations; or

(c) knowingly supplies any such
particular which are false in
any material respect; or

. . (d) fails to produce for inspection. 
by a police constable, when re­
quested by him, the book or the 
prescribed certificate mentioned 
in subsection (5),

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shall be guilty of an offence. 

(8). Upon completion of his enquiries at 
the scene of an accide.nt at which a motor 
vehicle to which subsection (4) applies is 
present, the police C'onstable shall issue to

the owner or driver of such vehicle a certifil. 
caite in such form and containing, such par,ti. 
culars as may lie prescribed for the purpose 
of evidencing the fact that the damage to 
that vehicle has been the subject matter of 
police enquiries. 

(9) In this section, the reference to the
occupier of the premises is a reference to 
the person carrying on the bµsiness, the 
nature of which involves the doing .of the 
act mentioned at paragraph (a) or (b) of sub· 
section (1).". 

EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM 

With a view to faailitating the pnoper enforcement of the traffic laws 
this Billi seeks to effect several amendments to the Motor Vehicles, and 
Road Traffic Act. It is proposed that drivers of vehicles and persons 
supervising learner drivers shall be tn _possession of their respective 
lic'ences at the time of driving. Acoordingly, clause 2 of the BHl seeks 
to amend section 23 of the Act. · 

The introduction of stritoter control of the issue of provisional licences 
is proposed by way of regulations which the amendment at clause 3 seeks 
to enable to be made by amending section 25 of �he Act. 

It is sought by clatise 4 of the BHJ to amend section 62 of the Act to 
emphasize the requil"ement that drivers· of motor vehicles involved in road 
accidents must stop, at the scene o.f the acdiijent and render assistanC'e to, 
any person injured. 

In accordance with the provisions being introduced by clause 5 as a 
re-enactment of sedt,ion 63 of the Act,, persons who in the course of theiir 
business effect body work repairs to motor vehicles or who effft:t sales oil 
used motor vehicles will be required to, register their premises, to keep 
records, and:to make reports to the polide of the respective t·ransactions.
