OBJECTS AND REASONS

Under section 15(2) (c) of the Fire Brigade Ordinance, 1957, it is
the duty of the Chief Fire Officer of the British Guiana Fire Brigade
to cause prosecutions under the Fire Prevention Ordinance, 1954, to be
instituted either in his own name or that of any officer of the Brigade.

2. Having regard to the limited number of commissioned officers
in the Brigade, this Bill seeks to provide that such prosecutions may
also be instituted in the name of any sub-officer of the Brigade.
