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This Bill seeks to amend the Summary Jurisdiction (Offences) Act, Cap 8:02, by amending
section 153(1) of the Act by deleting paragraph (xIvii). This paragraph provides that it is an
offence for any person to appear in the attire of the opposite gender, in a public way or public

place, for any improper purpose.

This amendment gives effect to the judgment of the Caribbean Court of Justice (CCJ) in the case
of Quincy McEwan, et al v the Attorney General of Guyana [2018] CCJ 30 (AJ), and signals the
Government’s commitment to fulfilling the human rights of all Guyanese. The Government
rightly acknowledges and agrees with the CCJ that this archaic law, which is inconsistent with

the Constitution of Guyana, has no social or legal purpose in a progressive socie
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
