(4) Where any runctions are conferred or imposed
upon an officer of the State as such either by any rule of 
common law or by any written law and that offlicer c0mmits 
a tort while performing or purporting to perform those func­
tions, the liabilities of the State in respect of the tort shall be 
such as they would have been if those functions had been 
conferred or imposed solely by virtue of instructions lawfully 
given by the State. 

(5) Any written law which negatives or limits the
amount of. the liability of any officer of the State in respect 
of any tort committed by that off.icer shall, in the case of pro­
ceedings against the State under this section in respect of a 
tort committed by that officer, apply in relation to the State 
as it would have applied in relation to that officer 1if the pro­
ceedings against the State had been proceedings against that 
officer. 

(6) No proceedings shall lie against the State by virtue
of this section in respect of anything done or omitted to be 
done by any person, while discharging or purporting to dis­

(b) in all other cases, in the High Court in accor­
dance with the High Court Act (including the
rules of court regulating the practice and pro­
cedure of the High Court in the exercise of
its civil jurisdiction), as if the claim is a claim
by or against a private party.

(2) In subsection (1) and section 17, the expression
"Summary Juriisdiction Acts" means the Acts for the time being 
in force regulating the summary jurisdiction of magistrates in 
respect of civil causes and matters. 

11. All documents which in proceedings of the same
nature between private parties would be required to be served 
upon the defendant shall 1in proceedings against the State be 
delivered at the Chambers of the Attorney General or at the 
office of any other officer designated for the purpose by the 
Minister. 

12. Where civil proceedings are instituted against the
State, the Attorney General or any other off cer authorised by 
him 1in writing shall, if the Attorney Genera1 decides to oppose 
the claim in the proceedings, enter an appearance or appear, 
as the case may be, within such time as may be specified in 
the writ of summons, petition or the summons, as the case may 
be, or allowed by any written law and take such other steps 
in the procee�Nngs within such time as may be prescribed by 
or tinder rules of court as if the proceedings were proceedings 
between private parties subject however to any directions that 
may be given by the judge or magistrate, as the case may be. 

13. The Stc1te may obtain relief by way of interpleader

sponsible for finance, and if the judgment or order is for the

State may be required by the court to make
discovery of documents and produce documents
for inspection; and

(b) in any proceedtings as mentioned in paragraph
(a) the State may be required by the court to
answer interrogatories.

(2) Subsection (1) shall be without prejudice to any
rule of law which authorises or requires the withholding of any 
document or the refusal to answer any question on the ground 
that the disclosure of· the document or the answering of the 
question would be injurious to the public interest. 

(3) Any order of the court made under the powers
conferred by subsection (1) (b) shall direct by what officer of 
the State the interrogatories are to be answered. 

(4) Without prejudice to subsection (2), any rules of
court made for the purpose of this section shall be such as to 
secure that the existence of a document will not be disclosed, 
if, in the opinion of the Attorney General, it wou:i.d be injurious 
to the public interest to disclose the existence thereof. 

(5) In any civil proceedings by or against the State
the court, subject to this Act, may make all such orders as it 
may make in proceedings between citizens, and otherwise to 
give the appropriate relief as the case may require. 

(6) Where in any proceedings against the State any
relief is sought as might in proceedings between clitizens be 
granted by way of injunction or specific performance the court 
shall not grant an injunction or make an order for specific 
performance but may in lieu thereof make an order declaratory 
of the rights of the parties. 

(7) In any proceedings against the State for the re­
covery of land or other property, the court shall not make an 
order for the recovery of the land or the delivery of the pro­
perty, but may in lieu thereof make an order declarin that t

(8) The court shall not in any civil proceedings grant
any injunction or make any order against an officer of tne 
State if the effect of granting the injunction or making the 
order would be to give any relief against the State wh1ich would 
not have been obtained in proceedings against the State. 

17. So far as applicable, and except in so far as is in-
consistent with the other provisipQs of this Part, all the powers, 
authorities and proviisions contain,ed in the High Court Act

to dispense with the necessity of such consent and to enable the claimant 
to sue the State to enforce such claims as of right. Further if an officer 
or agent of the State infringes a patent, trade mark or copyright, the 
State will be liable if such inf11ingement is committed with the authority 
of the State. 

This Bill also seeks to remove any hardships that may be caused 
by the rule of law that the State is not liable for death or personal in­
jury caused by an act or omission of a member of the armed forces �f 
the State whilst on duty to another member of such forces under certain 
circumstances. It seeks to achti.eve this by limiting such immunity to 
cases where the Minister responsible for defence certifies that there is 
provision for granting an award from the State in respect of such death 
or personal injury. The member of the armed forces who caused the 
death or injury will however not be exempt from personal liabitity in tort if 
the court is satisfied that the act or omission that caused the personal 
injury or death was not connected with the execution of duties as a 
member of the forces. 

The Bill also saves the rights of the State in the exercdse of its 
prerogative or statutory power. 

Save as otherwise provided in any written law already in force, 
proceedings by or against the State are to be brought by or against the 
Attorney General, and such proceedngs may be instituted in the Hti.gh 
Court or, where the amount or value of the claim falls within the juris­
diction of the magistrate's court, in a magistrate's court. Subject to 
certain modifications, such proceedings are to be instituted and proceeded 
with in the same way as proceedings between private parties. 

The Bill, in clause 16, also seeks to empower the court to require the 
State to produce documents for inspection and to answer interrogatories. 
But this power of the court is subject to any rule of law which authorises 
the withholding of any document or the refusal to answer any interogatory 
on the ground that the disclosure of the document or the answering of 
the interrogatory would be. injurious to the pub:ic interest. It is also 
provided tin clause 16 that where in proceedings against the State any re­
lief is sought by way of injunction or specific performance the court 
shall not grant an injunction or make an order for specific performance 
but may instead make an order declaratory of the rights of the parties. 

The Btill, in clause 19, also seeks to preserve the immunity of the 
State from action in rem. The Bill also does not seek to effect the ex­
tent . to which the State is bound by any other written law except where 
it is · otherwise provided in the Bill or seek to affect any proceedings 
commenced prior to its enactment. 

The proviisions in the High Court Act relating to proceedings by
<:>�:· against the State are sought to be repe�ed by this Bill. -
