PART I 

PRELIMINARY 

A • .D. \11984 

1. This Act may be cited as the National Agricultural Research Short title 

Institute of Guyana Act 1984 and shall come in'to operation on such :i��c�':n�t 
date as may be specified by th.e Minister by order. 

Q.. In this Act - [nter-
wetat.ion. 

{a) "agriculture" includes horticulture, fruit growing, dairy 
farming, fisheries, livestock breeding and keeping, and 
bee keeping; 

(b) "Appointments Committee" means the Appointments
Committee of the Agricultural Research Commiuee 
established by section 10; 

(c) "Committee" means the Agricuitural Research Committee
established •by section 3; 
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(d) "Council" means the Agricultural Research Advisory
Council established by section 21; 

' (e) "Direotor" means the Director of the Institute; 

(f) "Institute" means the National Agricultural Research
Institute of Guyana established by section 12; 

(g) "invention" includes any new process or new technique.
whether or not· a patient could be granted in relation 
thereto; 

(h) "livestock" includes any animal kept for the production
of food, wool, skins or fur or for the purpose of its 
use in the farrning of land; 

(i) "Programmes Commtttee" means � Agricuiltural Re­
search Programmes Committee established under sec­

tion 7. 

PART II 

AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH COMMITIEE 

.Eetablish- 3. (1) There is hereby established a committee to be called the
�;��u:ral Agricultural Research Committee consisting of -

Comlnittee. (a) a chairman;

�) a vi�hairman;

(c) representatives of such bodies, including the University
of Guyana and .the Institute of Applied Science and
Technology, engaged in teaching, or research in, agri­
culture or subjects related to agriculture. as th� Minister
thinks fit

(d) representatives of such organisations of agriculturists
or scientists as the Minister thinks fit;

(e) two persons to be nominated by the Secretary-General
of the National Science Research Council, from among
persons appearing to him as having :the qualifications
referred to in subsection (4);

(f) such num�r of persons as the Minister thinks fit from
among persons having experience of, and shown capa­
city ,in, agricu1,ture, science or -technology.

(2) The number of members of the Committee shall not .exceed
seventeen. 
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(3) The members of the Committee: shall be appointed by the
Minister and the membership of the Committee as first constituted and 
every change in th� memb.!rship thereof shall be notified in the 
Gazette. 

(4) The chairman and vice-chairman of the Committee and
the members of the Committee appointed under subsection (l) (c) shall 
be persons appearing to the Minis:er to be qualified for such appoint­
ment as having had experience of, and shown capacity in. uch matters 
which the Mini ter con ·iders will be beneficial in the functioning of 
the Committee and, without prejudice to the generality of the fore­
going, in particular, in matters relating to agricultural research. planning. 
education or admini !ration. 

(5) The Committee �hall be a body corporate.

(6) The remuneration and other term and condition - of
appointment of the members of the Committee shall be uch as may 
be determined by the Minister. 

(7) The seal of the Committee hall be kept in the custody of
the chairman, vjce-chairman or the secretary of the Committee and 
shall be authenticated by the ignature of the chairman or vice-chairman 
and the ecretary of the Committee. 

(8) Every document purporting to be an in trument duly
executed under the seal of th:! Committee shall be received in evidence 
and deemed, without further proof, to be so executed unless the con­
trary is proved. 

(9) All documents, other than those required by law to be
under eal, made by, and all decisions of, the Commi'ttee may be signi­
fied under the hand of the chairman, vice-chairman or secretary of the 
Committee. 

4. The functions of the Committee shall be -

(a) to advise the Minister on matter of policy relating to
agricultural research;

(b) to supervise and control the functioning and activities
of the Institute;

(c) to ensure that the activities of the In titute are consistent
with the policy and objectives of the Government, and
the national prioritie , relating to agriculture and
agricultural research;

(d) to approve, oversee and evaluate on a continuing basis
the programme being implemented by the Institute;

(3) Any minut•es made of a meeting of the Committee shall, if
duly signed by the chairman or other person presiding at the meeting, 
without further proof of any other matter or thing. be receivable in all 
legal proceedings as prima facie evidence of the proceedings of the 
Committee of which the minutes hav1e been made and of the meetings 
of the Committee, in respect of the proceedings of which the minutes 
have been so made, having been duly convened and held. 

7. (1) The Committ,ee,shall appoint a committee to be known as
the Agricultural Research Programmes Commi<ttee consisting of -

(a) the Director, who shall be the chairman;

{b) such persons ·employed for the purpose of research in
the Institute as may be specified by the Committee; 
and 

(c) such persons engaged in 1,esearch in other institutions
carrying on research in any matter nelated to agricul­
ture, such as the University of Guyana and the Institute
of Appli-ed Science and Technology.

1(2) The terms and conditions of appointment of the members 
of the Programmes Committee shall be such as may be determined by 
the Commi.ttee with the approval of the Minister. 

t(3) The functions and procedure of the Programmes Committee 
shall be as provided by or under section 16.
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(4) The Committee may appoint such other sub-committees as
it thinks fit. 

(5) A sub-committee appointed under sub ection (4) shall in­
clude such members of the Committev as the Committee ,thinks fit and 
may include persons who are not members of the Committee. 

(6) Subject to the other provisions of lhi Act, the constitution,
function and procedure of a ub-committee appointed under sub­
section (4) and the term and condition of appointment of the members 
thereof shall be such as may be determined by the Committee.

PART III 

NATIONAL AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH INSTITUTE 

OF GUYANA 

12. ( I) There is hereby e tablished a body to be called the
National Agricultmal Re,earch Institute of Guyana. 

(2) The headquarters of the In titute shall be ituated at uch
place in Guyana as may be specified by the Minister. 

(3) In addition to research facilities provided at its head­
quarters, the Ir,stitute may establish res arch centre at such other 
places in Guyana as may be determined by the Committee with the 
approval of th� Mini ter. 

13. (1) There shall be -

(i) a Director of the In titute; and
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�ii) such other officers and employees of the lnstitute as 
the Committee deems necessary for the purpose of 
carrying out the functions of the Institute. 

(2) The power to make appointments of, to remove, and to
exercise disciplinary control over, -

(i) the Dinector shall vest in the Minister; and

(ii) any other officer or employee of the lm,titute shall
vest in the Appointments Committee.

(3) The remuneration and other terms and condition of ap­
pointment of the Director shall be such as may be determined by the 
Minister and of other officers and employees of the Institute shall be 
such as may be determined by the Commit ve vith the approval of 
the Minister. 

14. (1) The functions of the In titute shall be - Funcuons of

(a) lo advise on. and develop, appropriate systems to pro­
mobe alanced, diver ified and sustained agricultural
development and optimise agrlcultural production
through adaptive and investigative re earch:

(b) to fac1Iitate the use of improved production technology
by, and establish adequate feedback systems from,
agricultural producers in o,der to achievv and main­
tain national self-suITiciency and export capacities in
food and fibre.

(2) For the purpo e of carrying out its functions under sub­
section (1), the Institute shall have power -

(a) to carry out ap1Jlied agricultural research, including re­
search into appropriate systems of mechanisation, to
provide answers to current and foreseeable problems
facing crop, live stock, forestry and fisheries production;

(b) to evaluate under local condition scientific findings in
other countries;

(c) to determine. develop and popularise mechanisms, pro­
grammes and activities by which the agricultural poten­
tial of Guyana may be realised;

(d) to collaborate closely with all other agencies and
institutions engaged in agricultural and related research.

(3) Subject to the provisions of ,this Act, in carryiug out its
functions the Institute shall be guided by the Nauional Science Policy 
formulated by the National Science Research Council so far as the 
Policy relates to agricultural research. 
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J.tanage�ent i.5. (1) The supervision and control of the functioning and
ot J:nstitute. actlv1.ities 0£ the Institute shall vest in the Committee.

(2) Subject to the provisions of this Act, the Director
shall be responsible for the day to day administration of the
Institute. 

(3) All the property of the Institute, whether movable
or immovable, shall vest in the Committee and shall be held
by or on behalf of the Committee. 

( 4) All actions, sulits or other legal proceedings in re­
spect of any right or obligation acquired or incurred by the 
Institute may be brought or taken by or against the Committee. 

(5) All contracts entered into by the Institute sha'll be
entered into in the name of the Committee and by such persons
a:, may be authorised by the Committee. 

16. (1) Subject to the provlisions of section 15(1), it shall
be the function of the Prograil\mes ComillJittee to -

(a) establish and manage the facilities of the In­
stitute; 

(b) translate agricultural research policy into pro­
grammes; 

(c) monitor. review and evaluate the programmes
and activities of the Institute; 

(d) make recommendations relating to policy and
other matters to the Committee with a view 
to improve the efficiency and effectiveness ot
the work of the Institute; and 

(e) develop ;ind organise training programmes re.
�ating to agricultural research. 

(2) The Committee may give to the Programmes Com­
mlittee directions of a general character relating to the exercise 
and performance of its functions and the Programmes Com­
mittee shall give effect to any such directions. 

(3) The Committee shall provide, or reques,t the Institute
to provide, the Programmes Committee with such staff as it
may require for the purpose of carrying out lits functions and
if the Committee makes any such request to the Institute, the
Institute shall comply with the request. 

(4) Subject to any rules made by the Committee, the
Programmes Committee may regulate its own procedure and
business.

AGRICULTURAL RESEARCH ADVISORY COUNCIL 

21. (1) There shall be an Agricultural Research Advisory
Council consisting of such number of persons, not exceeding 
twenty-five, as the Minister thinks appropriate, appointed by 
the Minister from among persons appearing to him to be quali­
fied as having had practical experti.ence of, and shown capacity 
in, matters relating to agriculture or having academic qualifica­
tions in such matters. 

(2) The membership of the Council as first constituted
and every change !in the membership thereof shall be notified 
in the Gazette.

(3) The terms and conditions of appointment of the
members of the Council shall be such as may be determined 
by the Minister. 

(4) The Minister may by regulations prescribe the
procedure of the Council, including the intervals at wh!i.ch the 
meetings of the Council shall be held and the quorum for its 
meetings. 

(5) Subject to the provisions of any regulations made
by the Minister, the Council may regulate its own procedure.

the purposes of, such provisions in relation
thereto as are contained in the Pensions Act and
as if he were a public officer to whom the
Pensions Act applies.

(3) In subsections (1) and (2) ''appropriate authority"
means a person or authority vested by law with power to ap­
pOlint an oftiicer to the pensionable office held by him (and 
to whrich the Pensions Act applies) or to appoint a teacher to 
the office held by him as a teacher, as the case may be. 
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(4) The Committee may, with the approvar of the Minister,
make such provision as it thinks ftit for the payment of pen­
stion, gratuity or other allowance, in respect of the service of 
the officers and other employees of the Committee or the In­
stitute on their retirement therefrom.

EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM 

The Bill seeks to set up an Agricultural Research Committee, a 
Nationail Agricultural Research Institute of Guyana and an Agricultural 
Research Advisory Council. 
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2. The functions of the National Agricultural Research Institute
of Guyana are proposed to be -

(a) to advise on, and develop, appropriate systems to pro­
mote balanced, diversified and sustained agricultural
development and optimise agricultural production through
adaptive and investigative research;

(b) ,to faoilitate the use of improved production technology
by, and establish adequate feed back systems from, agri­
cultural procedures in order to achieve and maintain
national se;f-sufficiency and export capacities in food and
fibre.

3. The main £unctions of the Agricultural Research Committee,
as proposed, are to advise the Minister on matters of policy relating to 
agricultural research and to supervise and control the functioning and 
activities of the National Agricultural Research Institute of Guyana. 
That Committee will have among its members representatives of the 
University of Guyana, and the Institute of Applied S0ience and Techno. 
:ogy, organisations of agriculturists and scientists and such other persons. 
The Secretary-General of the National Science Research Council is em-
powered to nominate two members of the Committee. 

4. The Agricultural Research Ad�isory Council will consist of
members from among persons having practical experience or academic 
qualii\ications in matters relating to agriculture. The main functions of 
that Council, as proposed, wFl be to advise, the Minister on matters 
relating to agricultural research referred to it by him, and the Committee 
on matters regarding which the Committee may seek tits advice. 

5. The Agricultural Research Committee is required to function in
co-operation with the National Science Research Council. It tis intended J 
that its members should be represented on the Agricultural Committee 
of the National Science Research Council. ' The Committee and the In-
stitute are to be guided by the National Science Policy formulated by 
the National Science Research Council so far as it relates to agricultural 
research. 

6. Provisions are also proposed to be made in respect of con-
nected matters like the appointment of staff and funds and resources. 
Provision enablii.ng the Institute to charge, with the approval of the 
Minister, fees for any services rendered by it, is proposed to be made. 
It is also proposed to empower the Institute to accept grants, gifts, 
bequests and donations, but where these are received from any indivtidual 
resident outside Guyana or any body of persons having its headquarters 
outside Guyana approval by the Minister will be required for the Institute 
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to recmve the same. Provision ds also proposed to be made to confer 
on the Institute proprietary rights in respect of discoveries and inven­
tions made by the Institute or by any of its officers or other employees 
or agents in the course of the performance of its functions under the 
Blill. These discoveries and inventions could, as proposed, be made 
available to the public on payment of fees or royalties. Expenses pro­
perly incurred in relation to the Institute are to be made from the funds 
and resources of the Committee and all the monies received by the In­
stitute are to be paid into the funds of the Committee. The Government 
will be providing the Committee with monies by way of grant or loan. 
Expenses properly incurred in relation to the Council are to be met 
from the Consolidated Fund. 

7. As a consequential measure the Board of Agriculture Act is
proposed to be repealed.
