(b) by the insertion, after sub ection (3), of the following
subsection as subsection (3A) -

" (3A) The President may delegate a Minister or 
a Parliament,ary Secr�tary to make subsidiary legis­
lation or to hear any appeal on his behalf."; 

(c) by the sub titution, in subsection (4) for the words "or
a Minister" of the words", a Minister or a Parliamentary
Secretary".

EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM 

This Bill seeks to amend section 27 of the Interpretation and General Clauses 
Act, Cap. 2:01, so as to authorise the President to delegate a Minister or Par­
liamentary Secretary to make ubsidiary legislation or to hear any appeal on his 
behalf and to include in the definition of "public officer" in subsection (4) of that 
section a Parliamentary Secretary.
